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Objective:


Students will demonstrate their understanding of time by creating a timeline linking current events in the world at large with those from their own lives.

Materials:


· Laptops
· Projector
· Timeline worksheet
· Markers
· Time for Kids December edition
· The Year in Review summary sheet
Motivation:

Ask students to think about what key events they will remember from this year.  Distinguish between events from their lives and events happening “in the world”.  Use events from my life as an example (June ’07 Emma Keller graduates from High School)

Mini Lesson:

Using the projector, go to the Time for Kids website (http://www.timeforkids.com/TFK ) and click on the current issue.   Go down the page looking at the dates, and ask students to indicate if any of them is their birthday.  Read events on the birthdays of students, or on the days closest to their birthday.  

Distribute timeline worksheet and instruct students to reflect on the year that has passed and link events in their lives with current events using the Time for Kids magazine and website as references.

Independent Work: 

Students will work independently to identify events in their lives, recording them on their timeline worksheet.  Then, they will work in pairs to link their events to those in the world at large.

Conclusion:

Students will share the choices they made regarding selecting current events and record them on a class timeline.
