According to our needs assessment, Spanish is the predominant language we need translation for at P. S. 160 (with approximately 30 students out of our population of 783 identified as Spanish Speaking.   There is a greater number of parents, however, who do not speak English, and therefore parent communication, written and/or spoken, must be translated.  These findings are reported to the school community through parent newsletters, CEP, ELL workshops, parent meetings, open school night literature, and the Parent Coordinator.

At PS 160Q we believe that on going professional development is vital to the success of our children.  Professional development is provided collectively at faculty conferences, grade conferences, and subject area conferences. Individual and small group conferences are also provided.  Teachers also receive articles and have conversations as part of the professional development mode.  It is our task to determine the needs of the teachers; and to select, modify, condense and present materials in a way that suits the personal teaching style in addition to what is most needed by the children. The Reading Coach and the Math Coach provide intensive training in the implementation of the DOE mandated reading and math programs. Teachers with alternate certification, such as the Fellows Program are provided with additional and intensive ongoing assistance from the Staff  Developer and other staff members.  In addition, new teachers receive mentoring services provided by Region 3, NYCDOE.
5. Strategies to attract high-quality highly qualified teachers to high-need schools.
In the past, PS 160 has collaborated with local colleges, St. John’s University, Adelphi University, Touro College and York College to provide us with teachers in training to observe our classes.  We open our doors to student teachers at our school.  Upon conclusion of the student teaching experience, the candidates are evaluated and if a vacancy exists, the student may be offered an opportunity to apply for the position.  In addition to collaborations with local colleges, we also reach out to sororities, fraternities and schools in the neighboring districts to attract highly qualified teachers in need of a position.  The candidates are invited to come to the school for an interview.  In addition to an interview, the candidates provide a writing sample and may be asked to teach a lesson.  Many highly qualified candidates are located by the resourcefulness of our parents and staff members in addition to the Personnel Office the DOE/Region 3.
