General Information:

Is there an author for the site? You may need to do some digging to find it. Try looking at the bottom of the page or on the “about” page.

“If there is an author, can you tell whether he or she is knowledgeable and credible? When the author’s qualifications aren’t listed on the site itself, look for links to the author’s home page, which may provide evidence of his or her interests and expertise” (dianahacker.com).

Who sponsors or host the site? A commercial or educational organization, government, individual, social network? Look at the URL for clues.

When was the website created or last updated? Is this information still relevant? If so, how do you know?

What is the purpose of the website? To market or sell a product? Educational? To state or argue an opinion?

Who is the intended audience?

Brief summary & critical analysis of content:

In other words, what is the author’s central idea or thesis and how does the author support this claim (dianahacker.com)?

Are opposing views/critiques/opinions presented and addressed by this source (dianahacker.com)?

Why have you chosen to use this resource over others you found? What makes it unique or particularly helpful?
